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Autoritratti (Self-Portraits)
Quodlibet - 2024

Autoritratti is a participatory art project that intertwines unconscious and literature.

In 2018, Tommaso Spazzini Villa worked with over 361 inmates from various Italian prisons,
assigning each one a different page from a copy of Homer's Odyssey.

Fach participant was invited to work on the assigned page, underlining and annotating words to
create sentences that reflected their identity or emotional state. Homer's text thus became the
backdrop where participants drew their self -portraits.

The final volume presents the reassembled copy of the Odyssey, recollected by the artist at the
end of the project. The result is a meta-text that gives voice to the unconscious and personal

experiences of the participants, revealing the depths of their inner worlds and their experience of
confinement and restricted freedom.

The volume features essays [rom Matteo Nucci and Saverio Verini.



[a Fortuna della Fragilita
Quodlibet - 2023

This volume chronicles La Fortuna della Fragilita, a dual exhibition by Marcela Calderon Andrade
and Tommaso Spazzini Villa held at the Mattia De Luca Gallery in Rome.

The project emerged from a dialogue between the two artists, exploring themes ranging from
transience to the impossibility of interpreting reality in a single, definitive way, as well as a
fascination with transformation and the creativity of nature.

Featuring texts by Cesare Pietroiusti, Lucrezia Longobardi, Marco Zindato, and Massimo Belli.

Continua, with the participation of Threes Productions - brings contemporary art to some of
Italy's oldest villages. This unique encounter invites viewers to rediscover stories and hidden
corners of beauty across the country through a fresh perspective.

This volume, published by Treccani and promoted by the Quadriennale di Roma, aims to represent
the critical discourse surrounding art produced in Italy during 2022.

Tommaso Spazzini Villa (Milan, 1986) invites
us into a world of ‘shipwrecked” words
submerged and lost within the pages of
classical antiquity, only to resurface here in
extraordinary ways from the shadows of
myth.

Through this remarkable act of "anti-
erasure” Tommaso Spazzini Villa takes us on
a journey to the edges of literature and
human consciousness.

At the heart of poetry lies the essence that
guides him in life, one that he conveys to us
with depth and sincerity: ‘I have made
mistakes, but I am alive’
